Tomorrow, June 26 is International Day against Drug Abuse.  This is an issue with 

which we here in Kings Cross are very familiar; it is in our face.  When we think of 

drug abuse we most often think of dishevelled, violent young people off their head on 

ice or meth, people shooting up on our steps or drinking on the street - people quite 

different from us.  They are a problem to be solved, a threat to be eliminated, an 

eyesore to be removed not brothers and sisters to be loved.  The solution is usually 

to lock-em-up, out of sight.  We see drug abuse as crime. 

It is better to understand drug abuse as addiction; then it comes closer to us.  Its 

world includes those addicted to drugs such as nicotine, alcohol, prescription drugs, 

people of all ages and backgrounds.  They may include some of our relatives, even 

ourselves. 

Once we think beyond drugs to addiction we are able to reflect on all the compulsive 

ways in which we escape from our discontents through excessive working, money-

making, shopping, social media, television, eating and reading. 

From this perspective we can better understand people trapped in addiction to 

criminalised drugs.  We realise that drugs are a symptom of something deeper that 

we need to address if we wish to change addictive behaviour.  Addiction is a 

symptom not a cause, and if we simply focus on the addiction it will reappear in other 

ways.  We know that from our own experience.
